CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS
OF THE PARKWAY NORTH BAND BACKERS
ARTICLE I 
NAME AND PURPOSE
The name of this organization shall be known as the Parkway North Band Backers, herein abbreviated PNBB. PNBB is organized exclusively for the charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.
The objectives of the PNBB are:
A. To stimulate community and school interest in the Parkway North Viking Band program (including, but not limited to Marching Band, Concert Band, Symphonic Band, Jazz Band, Percussion Ensemble and Color Guard) . 
B. To encourage pride among the student band members and to provide an appreciative audience for their performances.
C.   To support the Viking Band faculty in carrying out the music program. 
D.   To provide financial assistance for those facets of band activities not included in the School District            
appropriations or school budget.

E.   To provide volunteers to assist the Viking Band faculty in achieving their goals.
ARTICLE II MEMBERSHIP
The active membership of the PNBB shall consist of the parents or guardians of students enrolled in the Parkway North Viking Band program (including, but not limited to Marching Band, Concert Band, Symphonic Band, Jazz Band, Percussion Ensemble and Color Guard). All Parkway North band faculty and Parkway North administrators shall be considered non-voting members of the PNBB, and are encouraged to attend membership meetings.
The Executive Board shall establish the membership fee per student. at the beginning of each fiscal year.. These fees will be used to support the activities of the band.

ARTICLE III  OFFICES
The offices of the PNBB shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. The term of office for each shall be for a period of one year beginning at the spring General Membership Meeting of the school year in which they are elected. All active members of the PNBB shall be eligible to hold office.  Any or all offices may be held by more than one individual (co-presidents, co-treasurers, etc.) if approved by the general membership at the spring General Membership meeting.
A slate of officers for the upcoming year will be proposed by the Executive Board at least 30 days prior to the spring General Membership Meeting of each school year. Additional nominations will be taken from the floor. If no additional nominations are received, the slate may be voted on in its entirety.  A simple majority of those present is necessary to elect the entire slate.  If additional nominations are received from the floor, an election will then take place for each office. The nominee receiving the most votes for each office will be elected.
The duties of the President shall be:
A. To preside over all meetings of the Board of Directors and the General Membership.
B. To communicate and coordinate (jointly with the Board of Directors) the activities of PNBB with the 
Parkway North administration.
       C. To recruit, appoint, and advise chairpersons for all standing committees. Appointments shall be
for a term of one year to coincide with the terms of the officers.
D. To serve as a member (ex-officio) of all standing and ad hoc committees of the PNBB. 

E. To arrange for an audit, as determined by the Board of Directors, of the financial records of the
PNBB annually.
The duties of the Vice President shall be:
A. To perform all the duties of the President in the absence or disability of the President.

B. To coordinate volunteers for all committees.

C. In the event that the office of President shall become vacant during the course of the year,    the Vice President shall become President until the next election of the General Membership.
The duties of the Secretary shall be:
A. To record the proceeding of all meetings of the General Membership and the Board of Directors, and to prepare these minutes for distribution and approval at the next meeting.
B.
To distribute the Band Backers Newsletter electronically to all members on a timely basis.
C.
To maintain an accurate and current roster of all PNBB members. 

D.
To prepare any necessary written correspondence.

E.
To maintain all the records of the PNBB Executive Board and General Membership meetings and to 
pass them along to the next Secretary at the end of his/her term of office. 
The duties of the Treasurer shall be:
A. To receive and disburse the funds of the PNBB (including but not limited to membership fees, activity fees, donation and contributions, and fund raising revenues). 
B.
To maintain the funds of the PNBB in accounts of such banks, savings and loan associations, or 
other financial institution as directed by the Board of Directors. 
C.
To maintain the financial records of the PNBB. 
D.
To make a financial report at all meetings of the General Membership and Board of Directors.
i.
Records will be maintained based upon accrual accounting principles and will utilize a double 
entry system.
E.
To file the required state and federal tax reports and other documents.

F.
To prepare an annual financial report. 

G.
To transfer all records and funds to the new Treasurer at the end of his/her term of office.
ARTICLE IV 
EXECUTIVE BOARD

The Executive Board shall be the governing body of the PNBB.   The Executive Board will consist of all officers and any other members appointed by the Executive Board.  The responsibilities of the Executive Board are:

A. To supervise, direct, and control all affairs of the PNBB as set forth in these By-Laws and Constitution.
B.
To determine policies of the PNBB.
C.
To supervise the disbursement of all funds of the PNBB.
D.
To seek additional volunteers to help accomplish the objectives of the PNBB.
E.
To develop a budget.
F.
To determine the type of audit to be conducted.
The Executive Board shall meet at least once a year (in addition to the meetings of the General Membership). Additional meetings are at the request of the President, and/or the Director of Band, or by any member of the Executive Committee.
ARTICLE V COMMITTEES
Committees may be formed as needed at the discretion of the President and with the approval of the Executive Board. Committee Chairpersons will be appointed by the President and this appointment will remain in effect for the duration of the President's current term in office. Committee Chairpersons may designate subcommittees and enlist other volunteers to assist in carrying out the tasks assigned to the committee.
ARTICLE VI MEETINGS
There shall be at least one meeting of the General Membership during each school year. At least one meeting will be held in the spring for election of officers for the following year. Additional meetings may be called at the discretion of the President or the Executive Board, or upon request of a member of the PNBB.
Notice of time and place of the General Membership meetings shall be given or sent to all members. Publication of the meeting information in the PNBB Newsletter is sufficient notification.
ARTICLE VII 
DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION
Upon the dissolution of the PNBB, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all liabilities of PNBB, dispose of all assets of PNBB exclusively for the purposes of PNBB in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized exclusively for charitable, educational, religious or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) as the Board of Directors shall determine.
Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Circuit Court of the County of St. Louis, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purpose.

ARTICLE VIII FISCAL YEAR
The fiscal year for PNBB shall be from July 1 through June 30.

ARTICLE IX 
CHANGES AND AMENDMENTS OF THESE BY-LAWS

These By-Laws may be changed or amended by a two-thirds vote of those present at a General Membership meeting. Changes or amendments may be suggested by the Executive Board, or by any member (submitted in writing).
ARTICLE X 
APPROVAL OF THESE BY-LAWS
These By-Laws and Constitution for the PNBB become effective after: 

A. Approval by the Board of Directors of the PNBB.
B. Approval of Parkway School District legal counsel.
C. Approval by a two-thirds vote of those present at the next General Membership meeting of the PNBB.
Once approved, these By-Laws and Constitution replace any and all previous By-Laws and Constitution, or other such documents, governing the operation of the PNBB.
